Fighter Verse: Psalm 62:5-8

e Law — How does this truth relate to the 10 commandments and God’s law?

e Loving God — How does this truth help us love God?

e Loving Neighbor — How does this truth help us love our neighbor?

e Obedience & Repentance — In light of God’s truth, examine your own heart. Is
there: sin to confess, promise to claim, attitude to change, command to obey,
or example to follow, error to avoid, condition to meet, challenge to face, truth
to believe, principle to apply?
