God in vain; for the LORD will not hold him guiltless who takes his name in vain.
Scripture References: Exodus 20:7; Deuteronomy 5:11
Fighter Verse: Philippians 2:8-9

DISCUSSION QUESTIONS FOR INSTRUCTION

e Doctrine — What does this truth teach us about: the Bible, God/the Trinity, Jesus
Christ, the Holy Spirit, man, salvation, the church, the end times?

e Law — How does this truth relate to the 10 commandments and God’s law?

e Gospel — How does this truth relate to the gospel of Jesus Christ?

DISCUSSION QUESTIONS FOR APPLICATION

e Loving God — How does this truth help us love God?

e Loving Neighbor — How does this truth help us love our neighbor?

e Obedience & Repentance - In light of God’s truth, examine your own heart. Is
there: sin to confess, promise to claim, attitude to change, command to obey, or
example to follow, error to avoid, condition to meet, challenge to face, truth to
believe, principle to apply?
